Cooney & Associates to complete the project scope, including project management, for the Cary Veterans Park 
pond improvement project in an amount not to exceed $25,500.00.  Second by Renner. 
 
Commissioner Stanko stated for the record that he believes that this is a storm water management issue outside 
of the directives for the Park District. He believes the project addresses the symptoms of the pond, but doesn’t 
solve the problem. He thinks the timeline to have to dredge again is too short and that there may be other 
methods to address the issue in a more cost-effective manner, and that the money could be better spent for 
recreation development. 
 
Commissioner Hill noted that the Board indicated it wanted to move ahead with this project and was in favor of 
moving forward with the agreement. Commissioner Krueger agreed with Ms. Hill. 
 
Commissioner Renner stated for the record that he disagreed with everything that Commissioner Stanko stated 
for the record.
